-  Ahnaf Bin Qeis and Abdullah Ibn Aamir conquer Khurasan and the north of Afghanistan including Balkh and Herat
- Asim Ibn Amr marches towards the province of Seestan and conquers parts of West Afghanistan including Zaranj
- Yazdajard, the last Persian emperor, passes away in Marv
- Aamir Ibn Abdullah puts on his Ihram from the border of Afghanistan to perform Umrah to thank Allah for the Muslim Conquest
- The legacy of the Sahabah Radhiyallahu A’nhum
- The graves of two Sahabah in Iraq are exhumed in 1930 and many people accept Islam
