· Remnants of the Persian army regroup and join Qarin at Thaniyy

· The second major encounter between the Persians and Muslims in the ‘Battle of the River.’

· The three top Persian generals duel with the top Muslim generals, greatly influencing the outcome of the battle

· The Persian emperor prepares a third army under the general Andarzaghar

· The first detachment of the Persian army gathers at Walaja and awaits the second detachment

· Khalid reaches Walaja before the second Persian army arrives and he prepares for battle

· Khalid comes up with a tactical solution which only a genius could conceive and only a master could implement

· Khalid duels with a man who is known as ‘Hazar Mard’ or one thousand men

· Khalid saves the Muslim army from destruction and turns the situation into a complete victory

· After the victory, Khalid addresses his troops for a post-game speech
